This letter is in response to your agency's invitation to comment in the Federal Register,
Volume 67; Number 82 dated Monday, April 29, 2002. The Department of Treasury's
Financial Crimes EnforcementNetwork is seeking comment on proposed regulations to
implement provisions in the Bank SecrecyAct (BSA) added by Section 352 of the
Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to
Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism (USA PATRIOT) Act of2001. The interim final rule,
provides that banks, savings associations, credit unions, registered brokers and dealers in
securities, futures commission merchants, and casinos, will be deemed to be in
compliance with section 352 if they establish and maintain anti-money laundering
programs as required by existing FinCEN regulations, or their respective Federal
regulator or self-regulatory organization.
