The National AutomobileDealers Association("NADA") submitsthe following comments on
the Financial CrimesEnforcementNetwork's ("FinCEN's") interim final rule implementingthe
anti-money launderingprogram requirementcontained in section 352 of the Uniting and
StrengtheningAmericaby Providing AppropriateTools Requiredto Intercept and Obstruct
TerrorismAct of2001 ("USA PATRIOTAct").

NADA represents over 19,000franchisedautomobileand truck dealers who sell new and used
motor vehicles and engage in service, repair and parts sales. Together our members employ in
excess of 1,000,000people nationwide. A significantportionof our members are small
businesses as definedby the Small BusinessAdministration.

We submit these comments to expressour support for FinCEN's prudent decision to temporarily
exempt from the anti-money launderingprogramrequirement sellers of vehicles and other
industries that have not been subjectto Treasuryregulations that implement the Bank Secrecy
Act. The interim final rule appropriatelyrecognizesthe need to analyze the nature of these
businesses and the money launderingor terrorists risks associatedwith them before imposing the
new requirements. It also recognizesthe reality that many of the temporarily-exemptedfinancial
institutions are small businesses with limited resources. As FinCEN correctly poin~sout, an
informed approach which considers the characteristicsof the regulated entities should help to
avoid "poorly conceivedregulationsthat imposeunreasonableregulatory burdens with little or
no correspondinganti-money launderingbenefits." 67 Fed. Reg. 21112.

The interim final rule states that, during the next six months, Treasury and FinCEN will review
the temporarily-exemptedindustriesand issue additionalrules that require the establishment of
anti-money launderingprograms where appropriateand that delineate minimum standards for the
programs. 67 Fed. Reg. 21112. NADA is availableto assist Treasury and FinCEN with this
review and to help inform our members of any new standardsthat FinCEN ultimately develops
for franchised new automobile and truck dealers.
