Dear Sir or Madam:

The Independent Community Bankers of America (ICBA)' appreciates the
opportunity to comment on FinCEN’s proposed revisions to the form currently used by
depository institutions to exempt certain customers from the reporting of currency
transactions over $10,000.

ICBA commends FinCEN for making efforts to streamline the form and to make
it more user-friendly. Recently, bankers across the country, especially community
bankers, have identified compliance with the Bank Secrecy Act as among the most
burdensome of all federal regulatory requirements. Although the proposed changes to the
exemption form are minor, the ICBA believes that it is critical that federal regulators and
private industry continue working together to develop a BSA reporting system that is
efficient and economical and that curbs reporting of routine transactions that obscure
truly suspect activities.

The proposed revisions to the form designating customers as exempt are minimal.
However, they appear designed to make it more straightforward to complete. In addition,
the information included on the back of the form has also been expanded to include
additional detail about the requirements needed to complete the form, making it easier for
users to find answers to questions about how to complete specific items on the form.
