
Information on the July 31, 2012 Public Hearing on FinCEN’s Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking 
on Customer Due Diligence Requirements for Financial Institutions 
 
On July 9, 2012, FinCEN announced the first of an intended series of public hearings to continue 
gathering information on its Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (ANPRM) on Customer Due 
Diligence (CDD) Requirements for Financial Institutions, published in the Federal Register on March 5, 
2012.
